Procedure for changing a premixed gas bottle for station 1:

1. Move the lead/lag valve (located in the center of the panel) to select the bottle not being changed as the lead bottle.
2. Move the valve controlling the empty bottle flow from ON to OFF.
3. Close the valve on the used bottle.
4. Move the corresponding valve on the bottom of the gas panel to VENT to release the bottle pressure, and then move it back to OFF.
5. Disconnect the used gas bottle (remember the threads are left handed).
6. Replace the plug and bottle cap.
7. Connect a new bottle and open its valve (the meter should register pressure; ~100 PSIG for a Matheson bottle, ~70 PSIG for an Airgas bottle).
8. Move the gas panel valve from OFF to VENT (briefly) and then to ON.
9. Move the used bottle outside and make sure it is identifiable as empty.
10. Stage a new bottle inside.
a. Bottles must be warm for at least a day before being used.
b. Check for hornets/wasps by removing the bottle cap OUTSIDE & replacing it after letting any unwanted insects escape or killing them.
c. [bookmark: _GoBack]No more than five (5) bottles of premixed gas may be in the gas shed at one time.
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
